Horticulture Tip of the Month 

To get the most out of our short growing season 
“Season extenders” will allow for starting earlier in the spring and 
ending later in the fall.  They should be placed over the plot you 
want to plant for about a week.  This allows time for the ground 
to warm up before planting.  There are many shapes to choose 
from.   Cold frames can be built from old windows and straw 
bales.  Tunnels can be formed from wire, PVC pipe, and sheets 
of plastic.  Cutting off the bottoms of 2-liter pop bottles or milk 
jugs can also work. Old tires stacked around the plant have been 
effective. You can buy small greenhouses, plant teepees and 
Wall-o-Water to achieve similar results.  About any contraption 
can work as long as you focus on the “greenhouse” effect-light, 
warmth, and moisture.
