Off Procedure (Hog, Beef, Sheep)

Market Animal project members are REQUIRED to
have their market records checked in the Extension
Office to participate in the NWMT Fair.

Your market livestock records are due in the Extension Office

Fair Registration Guidelines

All following pre-registration forms should be returned to
the FAIR OFFICE:

ALL ANIMAL ENTRIES: All livestock must be pre-registered no
later than Monday, August 2nd, by 4:30 pm.

NON PERISHABLE ITEMS: Members are strongly encouraged

by Monday, August 2nd, 2010 no later than 5:00 pm. We
suggest not waiting till the last day. Many times records are
turned in incomplete and must be finished before they are
checked off. You may begin to bring in your up to date records
to be checked off on Monday, July 12th, 2010. This gives you a
three week window in which to complete your requirements.

Members are also required to complete a Drug Withdrawal Form
and a Youth Livestock Program Commitment to Excellence
Form. These forms are available in the Extension Office and on
our website. Both forms need to be signed by the member
and either your parent or 4-H leader and must also be re-
turned to the Extension Office by August 2nd. Please con-
tact the Extension Office if you have any questions.

Weigh-in Process at the NWMT Fair

The weigh-in for all market animals will be held on Monday, Au-
gust 16th, 2010 in the main Livestock Building, also known as
the Trade Center. The documented weights and weigh-in times
are as follows:

Animal Weights Weigh-in Time
Lambs 110-160 Ibs 8:00 a.m.- 9:00 a.m.
Lambs must be in the their stall no later than 8:00 a.m.

Hogs 220-285 Ibs 9:30 a.m.- 1:30 p.m.
Hogs must be in their stall no later than 9:00 a.m.

Beef 1050~ 14501bs 3:00 p.m.—4:00 p.m.
Beef must be in their stall no later than 2:00 p.m.

All animals will be weighed on the above time, so you must not
be late. If your animal weighs-in light or heavy, the animal will be
removed from the scale, the scale will be checked and balanced,
and the animal will be placed back on the scale immediately. If
you have any questions, please call the Extension Office. 758-
