1. NO throwing of candy or any promotional objects or “freeitems’ to the spectators. These items must be handed out on the
sidelines

NO exceptions of acoholic beverages being consumed or exposed during the line-up and procession of the parade
Line-up ison 8" Street West only! From 1% Avenue West going west, but heading east.

> DO NOT LINE-UP OR HAVE PARTICIPANTS DROPPED OFF AT THE INTERSECTION OF 15T AVE. WEST
AND 8™ STREET WEST. TRAFFIC WILL NOT BE HALTED THERE UNTIL 15 MINUTES PRIOR TO THE START
OF THE PARADE.

THERE WILL BE NO BLOCKING OF ALLEY-WAYS.

ALL VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENTS LINE UP WEST OF 5™ AVE. WEST SO YOU ARE ABLE TO LEAVE ON
5™ AVE. WEST ASA MAIN ARTERY NORTH OR SOUTH.

PARTICIPANTS AT THE AVENUES MUST BE MOBILE (able to move).
