
Medicare Open Enrollment 

is October 15-December 7, 

2015. During this period, 

Medicare beneficiaries are 

encouraged to review their 

health and prescription 

drug coverage plans for 

changes that will take ef-

fect on  January 1, 2016.  

An annual review is critical 

as your health needs may 

have changed over the last 

year, your plan costs may 

be increasing, or your plan 

benefits may be changing.  

As a result, your current 

plan may no longer be the 

best one for you.

Medicare plans based on 

your specific needs and 

also to identify and help 

you apply for other cost- 

saving programs.

When you think of an emer-

gency, what comes to mind?

One of the steps you can 

take is to prepare an emer-

gency kit containing items 

such as: food, water,  weath-

er radio, flashlight with ex-

tra batteries, first aid kit, 

small tools, a whistle to call 

for help, cell phone with 

chargers, and cash. Also 

include a list of contacts for 

alerts, transport, and help.  

Keep your kit in a designat-

ed place, and keep items 

fresh by changing them eve-

ry six months. Also make 

sure you have your prescrip-

tions handy.  

The AOA has a limited 

number of  nylon emergen-

cy bags available if you 

would like one to help you 

assemble a home kit. Please 

ask at our front desk.
