is supposed to have a minimum of 250 feet of | akeshore property,;

submitted by the applicant this past Friday, if they stay with the design they would also require a third variance to the dock
design standards. Basically, they would be going above the 60-foot maximum length, the proposal is 70 feet. The section
on a major variance states if planning staff determines a major variance is involved they would notify the governing body to
have a discussion on the decision, and if they agree the commissioners need to respond in writing to the Planning &
Zoning Office. Minnich noted the applicant was given proposed Park Ordinance No. 4, which would potentially be going
into effect while their proposal is reviewed.

Grieve said the commission today needs to concur this is either a major variance or a minor variance. He then reviewed
the process, which would be that the applicant will come in for a major variance and the Planning & Zoning Office will write
a report, which will go before the Planning Board for a recommendation before it is forwarded to the commission to
determine whether or not the major variance is granted.

AMENDMENT NO. 1 TO INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT

This Amendment No. 1 to Interlocal Agreement is entered into as of the 7% Dex

(the "City"), with respect to the following facts.

B. Th e parties desire to amend the Interlocal Agreement in order to limit the length
of the agreement to five (5) years and to allow either party to terminate the
agreement after giving a one year notice of termination with the additional
requirement that the parties try to solve any differences during the one year
period of time.

C. The parties desire to show the boundaries of the City's jurisdictional area
previously agreed upon between City and the County representatives under § 14
of the Interlocal Agreement on an updated map attached to the Interlocal
Agreement.

THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1. Provision 16 of the Interlocal Agreement shall be amended and replaced with
the following:

16. Entire Agreement. Duration and Term. This Agreement contains

the entire agreement of the parties hereto, and supersedes any prior written
or oral agreements between them concerning the subject matter contained
herein. There are no representations, agreements, arrangements, or
understandings, oral or written, between the parties hereto relating to the
subject matter contained in this Agreement which are not fully expressed
herein. The provisions of this Agreement may be waived, altered, amended or
repealed in whole or in part, or terminated, only upon the written consent of all
parties to this Agreement.

After approval and appropriate filing, this Agreement shall become
effective and shall endure five (5) years from the date of its approval by the
parties, or until terminated by law, by mutual agreement of the parties or
withdrawal of a party as provided by this part, whichever shall first occur.

A party may withdraw from this Agreement upon lawful resolution
passed by the governing body of that party and service of written notice
thereof on the remaining party at least one (1) year prior to the requested
date of termination. During the one-year period of time from the date of

t
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notice of the requested withdrawal and termination of the Interlocal
Agreement, the party providing notice shall specify the nature and grounds for
withdrawal within ten (10) days of the date of the notice, allowing the
remaining party ninety (90) days to investigate and propose a resolution.

After ninety (90) days from the date of the notice for withdrawal, if the
parties are unable to reach a mutually agreeable resolution, the parties shall
attempt to resolve the stated grounds for the withdrawal and termination of
the Interlocal Agreement through non-binding mediation, and, the parties shall
jointly select a mediator. In the event the parties do not voluntarily and timely
select a mediator within fifteen (15) days from the mediation request, the
Eleventh Judicial District Court on application of a party shall appoint a
mediator. The mediator so appointed by the parties or the District Court shall
assist the parties to attempt to resolve their differences as provided by
§ 26-1-813, MCA. The parties hereby agree to evenly split the fees charged
by any selected or appointed mediator.

If the mediation conducted in accordance with this section does not
result in a mutually agreeable resolution, neither party shall have any further
obligation to resolve any issues giving rise to the requesting party’s notice to
withdraw.

This Agreement will remain in full force and effect for the parties
throughout the full one (1) year period of time following service of notice of the
withdrawal of a party.

2. Exhibit “B" attached to the Interlocal Agreement shall be replaced with the
attached new Exhibit “B" map showing updated boundaries of the City’s jurisdictional
area.

3. Except as amended hereby, all terms of the Interlocal Agreement shall remain
in full force and effect.
