WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 29, 2012 
 

The Board of County Commissioners met in continued session at 8:00 o'clock A.M.  Chairman Lauman, Commissioner 
Scott and Holmquist, and Clerk Robinson were present. 
 
Chairman Lauman opened public comment on matters within the Commissions' Jurisdiction. 
 
A man introduced himself as “Overseer of the Poor”, and explained he was in Clerk & Recorder Paula Robinson’s office 
last week attempting to record a notary’s “Oath of Office”, which she refused to do.   He presented “Oath of Offices” of the 
commissioners and sheriff who did not have to pay a fee to file their oaths, yet his friend was going to be charged a fee in 
order to file his oath.   He said the Clerk & Recorder’s Office would not record the document because it had an exhibit 
attached to it. He said he has signatures from 21 different people that specifically object to the use of Federal Reserve 
notes.  He stated the New Testament says we should not participate in usury and Federal Reserve notes are based on a 
usury system; it is not money.  He further stated he presented several Supreme Court cases and several other references 
regarding Federal Reserve notes to Paula Robinson.  He spoke about the political code of Montana and being under 
common law; issues regarding his birth certificate; the fear of citizens in the county to come forward with their concerns 
and threatening phone calls from police officers.  He stated he wanted to publically apologize to Clerk & Recorder Paula 
Robinson as he is just trying to see right in justice done.  He presented to the Clerk to the Board a copy of a document that 
is recorded in the Clerk & Recorder’s Office as document #201100021773.  He further explained history of the document.   
 
Karen Reeves read the following letter pertaining to updating the growth policy.   
 

There are some misconceptions about the vetting of the “updated” growth policy and that includes how much time 
people had to respond to changes.  Up until the end of February, 2012 most of the work done truly was an update.  
Then real changes started to be made.  The end of March is when goals and policies started to be eliminated.  There 
was only one additional workshop in April before the public hearing in June. 

 
Private property rights are an important aspect of the growth policy.  But there are six other important elements listed 
in the current growth policy.  They include Promote a Diverse Economy, Manage Transportation, Protect the Views, 
Maintain the Identity of Rural Communities, Protect Access to Recreation, and to Manage and Protect the Natural & 
Human Environment.  To give property rights CONTROL over all other aspects of the growth policy is unfair to the 
vision of the residents of this county when the document was first crafted.  I ask you to strike the last phrase from the 
private property section. 
 
I also ask you to restore the goals and policies of the document as they existed at the February 2012 public hearing.   
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Russ Crowder, representing American Dream Montana said the information he would be presenting today is not new 
information as he has presented it at prior planning board meetings.   He said he felt there would be citizens present today 
concerned about the property rights section in the proposed growth policy update.  He stated right now the taxpayers of 
Flathead County are paying to defend the county from a 26 page lawsuit filed by Citizens for a Better Flathead. The lawsuit 
is based on recent Supreme Court decisions.  The law says that Montana growth policy laws are non-regulatory, yet the 
Supreme Court has ruled otherwise.  The lawsuit filed by Citizens for a Better Flathead sites nine different neighborhood 
plans and growth policies in Flathead County as the reason why the commission should not have adopted a simple minor 
subdivision change.  Crowder cited all the neighborhood plans listed in the lawsuit, which basically what they have said all 
of these are now regulatory based on the Supreme Court’s decision to that effect; every reference to a neighborhood plan 
or a growth policy  they cite in the lawsuit against the county when the minor subdivision change was done.  The reality is 
Citizens for a Better Flathead does not want a Growth Policy copyright section. He stated the Supreme Court upheld not 
the law, but the lie that they are non-regulatory when you adopt them.  Crowder said if you like the way Citizens for a 
Better Flathead is running the City of Whitefish you are going to love the way they run this county, as nothing will get done 
regarding land use without their signing off of it simply because the county chose to have a growth policy.   
 
Bill Myers representing Bayside Park and Marina in Bigfork spoke about concerns regarding the encroachment permit on 
the agenda today.  He said what is going on is plain wrong, and probably illegal without proper notification being done. He 
stated he has not heard from anyone in the parks department since a disagreement with Jed Fisher last year regarding a 
log issue in Bigfork Bay.  Myers said Bayside owns two properties in Bigfork and pays around $10,000 in taxes yearly.  He 
presented to the commission a section map showing his properties, lot 3J and 3JA.  He explained lot 3JA goes right over 
Lake Avenue and is basically the only access into the lot; they pay separate taxes on both lots.  He stated the proposed 
project would obstruct Lake Avenue within 25 feet of the corner of his property, which is totally enclosed and has no 
access to Grand Drive.  The whole process done by Jed Fisher he added was done serepetishly with no contact with him 
or other property owners.  He explained after he spoke to Commissioner Holmquist it was suggested that a meeting be 
held to discuss this, which he said he feels is the proper way to go.  In addition, after talking with Chairman Lauman he 
said he was not even aware this was on the agenda today.  Myers stated this is being rushed forward at lightning speed 
and no one had a chance to comment and show you why there are reasons why this should not happen.  As 
Commissioner Holmquist is aware he spoke to Fish, Wildlife and Parks who expressed the exact same concerns he has 
about the property being used with no parking available to anyone right there now, as it will further obstruct their driveway 
access and the handicapped spot there. He stated Jed Fisher is well aware they have reserved the right to use Lake 
Avenue for access to their property.  He requested the commission deny the permit today.   
   
No one else rising to speak, Chairman Lauman closed the public comment period.

This area is a location of high erosion and migration and the applicant hopes the retaining walls and 
private inlet will reduce the amount of sediment migration and allow for the natural accumulation or deposition of materials.

Fisher reported approximately four months ago citizens from Bigfork came to a parks board meeting where potential 
projects were being identified that would be paid for out of their cash-in-lieu program.  A $300,000 Carlisle Johnson 
parking lot request was submitted that they did not have funds for.  They also came with a request to build a kayak rack on 
their own, and to work with the parks board to pay for the cost of installing the kayak rack.   The idea came from Bruce 
Ennis and Maggie Davis from Lakeside where a kayak rack currently exists.  They wanted the rack to go in the road right 
of way that goes down to the Bigfork dock.  Fisher explained he worked with the County Attorney’s Office, Planning and 
Zoning Office, and Road Department to see if it was acceptable.  He stated he is not trying to do anything behind the 
scenes and added this is no different from the fence currently there.  He explained he does not want to leave it up all year, 
and intends to pull it out when it is not in use.  This would alleviate some of the parking concerns where mom, pop, and the 
kids can row their kayak up from somewhere on the bay or lake, and come into the dock safely and put their kayak on a 
rack and go up to have lunch or do business with people in Bigfork.  Again, the request comes from people in Bigfork.  
Fisher stated he held off on the work until the permit came before the commission to sign off on.  He noted this is not the 
normal procedure for an encroachment permit, but felt this permit should come before them for approval.   
 
Prunty explained it is a road right of way and does not function as a road; it functions as a method for people to get to the 
dock and bay.   
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Grieve commented his office was first contacted on July 11, 2012 by Fisher asking if there were any issues pertaining to 
the floodplain.  He advised him it would take some time to look into the situation. He stated he did a couple site visits and 
took measurements and his office then prepared using lidar data a topographic map overlay that showed exactly how he 
could make sure he was well above the flood elevation.  Our regulations state if it is in an approximate “A” zone and there 
is no base flood elevation determined then the floodplain administrator can determine based on field conditions.  On 
August 1, a determination was e-mailed that said he would need no floodplain permit.  A follow-up visit was done after the 
location was selected to ensure it was not near any floodplain.  
 
Fisher said we talk about property rights; do the people from Bigfork have any property rights?  He then pointed out on a 
map for Commissioner Holmquist the location of the proposed kayak rack.   
 
Commissioner Holmquist made a motion to approve the encroachment permit for Lake Avenue.  Chairman Lauman 
seconded the motion.  Aye - Lauman and Holmquist.  Motion carried by quorum.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 76-1-601(3)(f)(iii), M.C.A., and Chapter 9, Part 6, of the Growth Policy, the 
Growth Policy needs to be updated every five years at a minimum; 

 WHEREAS, on October 20, 2010, the Flathead County Planning Board (Planning Board) held a public 
workshop to gather public comment to identify areas of the Growth Policy that should be updated;  

WHEREAS, on January 3, 2011, the Board of Commissioners requested the Planning Board update the 
Flathead County Growth Policy by the adoption of Resolution 2015 P; 

WHEREAS; throughout 2011, the Planning Board held twenty-one public workshops on updating the Growth 
Policy;  
 

WHEREAS, on February 15, 2012 the Planning Board held a public hearing, pursuant to Section 76-1-602, 
M.C.A, on the proposed updates to the Growth Policy and, during the next several weeks, the Planning Board held 
four additional public workshops during which further revisions to the proposed updated Growth Policy were made.    

 
WHEREAS, on June 13, 2012, the Planning Board held a second public hearing, pursuant to Section 76-1-

602, M.C.A, on the final draft of the proposed updates to the Growth Policy; 
WHEREAS, throughout the above-described period of time, notices of public workshops and hearings were 

published in the newspaper, articles pertaining to the workshops and hearings appeared in the newspaper, and 
drafts of proposed updates to the Growth Policy were continually posted on the County Website and made available 
in the Planning and Zoning Office;  

 
WHEREAS, on July 11, 2012, the Planning Board adopted a Resolution, pursuant to Section 76-1-603, 

M.C.A., which recommended the Board Commissioners adopt the updated Growth Policy forwarded to the Board of 
Commissioners by the Planning Board;  

 
WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners has determined that the updated Growth Policy recommended by 

the Planning Board should be adopted for the jurisdictional area of the Planning Board.

 The Board of Commissioners of Flathead County, Montana, hereby gives notice pursuant to Section 76-2-
205(1), M.C.A., that it will hold a public hearing to consider a request by Louise Messenger and Don and Rebekah 
Savelle, to change the zoning designation in portions of the Bigfork Area Zoning District from SAG-5 (Suburban 
Agricultural) to R-1 (Suburban Residential); 
 
 The proposal would change the zoning on 10 acres. The proposal would change the zoning from 
SAG-5 (Suburban Agricultural) to R-1 (Suburban Residential) The subject property can legally be described as 
a Tract 1 of Certificate of Survey No. 18954, (Assessor’s Tract 7A) and Tract 2 of Certificate of Survey No. 18954, 
(Assessor’s Tract 7AD), two tracts of land situated, lying and being in the Northeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter 
(NE ¼ SE ¼ )  of Section 24, Township 27 North, Range 20 West, P.M.M., The property is located at 1430 and 
1434 Bigfork Stage Road, Bigfork, Montana. 
 
 The proposed change would generally change the character of the zoning regulations applicable to the 
property from a district intended to protect and preserve smaller agricultural functions, to provide a buffer between 
urban and unlimited agricultural uses, encouraging concentration of such uses in areas where potential conflict of 
uses will be minimized, and to provide areas of estate-type residential development, to a residential district intended 
to provide estate type development, in rural areas away from concentrated urban development or in areas where it is 
desirable to permit only low density development.  The SAG-5 classification has a minimum lot size of 5 acres; a 
change to R-1 would result in a minimum lot size of 1 acre.

Re:  FY 2013 Flathead County (County) Preliminary Budget Message and Recommendation 
 
Dear Commissioners: 
 
The Fiscal Year 2013 Flathead County Budget has been compiled for final consideration and approval.  I would 
like to express appreciation to Finance Director Sandy Carlson, Amy Dexter and Wendy Marquardt for their 
hard work and effort in facilitating the budget process.  I would also like to thank each of our department heads, 
elected officials and support staff for their good work in preparing the individual budgets and meeting with us 
over the past several months to provide the information requested.  Across the board our management team 
has made a concerted effort to comply with the budget guidelines provided by the Flathead County Board of 
Commissioners to hold the line as much as possible on our expenditure appropriations from FY 2012 levels 
due to the continued economic downturn.   
 
In regard to total revenues and expenditures for the proposed budget, the big picture look has us  starting the 
year with a projected combined (tax and non-tax funds) beginning balance of $34.7 million, a total revenue (tax 
and non-tax) projection of $77.3 million, a total expenditure projection of $75.2 million and a projected ending 
balance of $36.8 million. 
 
The County has a good cash balance situation presently because of our ongoing efforts over the past seven 
and a half years.  The County cash reserve funds supported by property tax dollars are projected to be $11.7 
million at the end of FY 2013 or at about a 25% level (33% cash reserves are allowed by law).  Our largest 
source of revenue comes from property taxes that are collected two months out of the year, so we need 
adequate balances for our operations.  It continues to be a challenge to maintain healthy balances with ongoing 
slow growth.     
 
The expenditure budget includes significant funding for our capital improvement program (CIP) totaling 
$3,273,761 compared to $5,976,397 last year.  Some of the larger CIP budgets include Culture and Recreation 
($635,766), General Government ($323,085), Public Health ($30,000), Public Safety ($656,780), Public Works 
($982,700) and Solid Waste ($645,430).  We appreciate the efforts of our Finance Department and members of 
the management team in the creation of a new five year CIP.  As with the prior five year plan, we will use this 
tool consistently since it provides the mechanism to fund our capital needs. 
 
The County has 522 full-time employees (FTE) compared to 515 in the previous year.  We added 1 FTE at 
Clerk of Court (due to workload increase with a fourth district court judge), 0.5 FTE at Planning (code 
enforcement and permit tracking), 0.5 FTE at Records (volume and workload covered with state funds), 1.0 
FTE at Fair (mostly offset by reduction in contracted services), 0.4 FTE at Animal Shelter (off-set by reduction 
in contracted services), 1.5 FTE at Eagle Transit (bus service operation covered by federal dollars), 0.9 FTE at 
Library (FTE adjustments for several positions with cost offset by job description changes), 1 FTE at the Jail (2 
half time detention office positions) and 0.6 FTE at Sheriff’s office (six part-time posse positions at 0.1 FTE 
each).

Our personnel costs represent a major portion of the total County budget.  There is a 2.5% COLA adjustment 
for county personnel included in the budget this year.  The budget will also fund longevity (either 1.0% for 
public safety employees as per state law or 0.5% for all other county employees after 5 years employment as 
per county policy) and step increases provided by county policies and union contracts.  We continue our efforts 
to hold the line on adding new FTE as much as possible. 
 
Our partially self-insured medical benefit program has done well enough that we were able to recommend to 
the commissioners a 3% increase for the employer contribution to this employee benefit.  We have a healthy 
balance in our medical insurance trust fund that we plan to continue to maintain as we closely monitor this 
program in-house.  We also recently initiated the second phase of our Healthy Incentives Wellness Program.  
We are confident that this wellness program will provide results where our costs will continue to stay 
significantly below the insurance industry norms to the benefit of our employees and the taxpayers.   
 
Each department and office has presented their line item budget to the commissioners at prior budget 
presentation sessions. The estimated expenditure appropriation amount in the tax levy funds for FY 2013 totals 
$47.5 million compared to $47.6 million in FY 2012 for a very slight decrease (0.002%).   
 
The FY 2013 budget does include a couple of significant items of note.  We included a $990,000 line item in the 
general fund to make the final payment on the North Shore land development settlement.  We are also 
continuing with our goal to maintain healthy cash reserves at about 25% of appropriation levels.   
 
The total market value for the County increased from $8.77 billion to $9.32 billion with the certification of the 
new valuation numbers by the Department of Revenue.  The new taxable value was certified at $244.1 million 
compared to $238.9 million or a 2.2% increase.  State law also limits tax levy increases to one half of the 
average cost-of-living numbers for the previous three years. 
 
The impact to taxpayers is probably the most important part of this budget message. The proposed tax levy is 
149.16 mills compared to 150.54 mills last year or a 1.38 mill decrease.  This represents a 0.9% decrease in 
the county’s total mill levy.  The actual total property tax for FY 2013 is $33,366,622 compared to $32,651,763 
in FY 2012 or a 2.2% increase in actual dollars.  The value of a county-wide mill is now $234,977 compared to 
$229,890 last year or a 2.2% increase. 
 
I believe we have honored the direction of the Board of Commissioners and recommend approval of the FY 
2013 Budget as presented.  Again, I appreciate the work of all those involved in the budget process and wish 
you the best in these final FY 2013 budget deliberations.
