	Q:   Are there asbestos concerns to address?

A:    Asbestos concerns do exist for the Flathead County Historic Jail Building. We are currently in the process of completing a Phase I Brownfields Assessment of the site which is scheduled for completion by August 1, 2013. Depending on the results of the Phase I Assessment, an EPA/MDEQ approved Sampling and Analysis Plan will be developed and a Phase II Assessment will be conducted. If needed after the Phase II Assessment is complete, a clean-up plan will be developed and implemented.

	Q:   In the RFP – Section ‘Architectural Firm Section Process’ it states that ‘Firms interested in contracting with Flathead County are minimally required to provide independent contractors insurance showing at least $1,000,000 worth of business liability insurance, $1,000,000 worth of auto coverage, and proof of work compensation coverage (or an independent contactor’s exemption certificate.)’ Do we need to provide proof of insurance or would you like us to note that we carry this amount on our policies? 

 A:    Proof of insurance does not need to be included in your proposal. If you

        choose, you can list a note in your proposal regarding your firms standard 
        coverage, however it is not required. The insurance will not become necessary
        until a firm is selected and the contract is finalized. We listed this in the RFP
        so that firms are aware of our requirements in the event they are selected. 
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
