Scott Gearhart, 117 Granary Ridge stated he came today to ask the commission to reconsider the decision they made pertaining
to the Whitefish Stage slope stabilization project. He explained they previously reached out to the commission asking for
discussion regarding their decision and have felt stonewalled. He asked that a public meeting be held so that everyone affected
by the issue would have the opportunity to say their peace and open discussion with them. Gearhart said when they offered a
potential work around to mitigate the liability issue the commission would not consider it. He further stated you were elected to
serve the citizens of Flathead County and we don’t feel that is being done.

Todd Sharpe, 1465 Whitefish Stage said he currently is not part of Village Greens, yet is obviously concerned and disappointed
in the current situation that seems to have been pushed off and not discussed. He stated they have worked on the slumping
situation for many years, and feels the county has failed as they should be working towards a resolution. He explained he
moved into a house that had a nice market value and nothing indicated this was going to be an issue. To come in and say that
they were building on a bluff that they knew was going to fail or could potentially fail was not known. If the county knew about it
they should have done something years ago Sharpe stated. FEMA said years ago they would go in and mitigate by purchasing
properties and that wasn'’t taken into account; to me the county has not acted on this, and the county represents all the people
that are here. He said you were voted in to take responsibility to help us; we put you here to help us and you are trying to throw
your hands up because you are worried about some type of liability. He spoke about signing off regarding any litigation issue
and said everyone is willing to sign off.
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Sharpe said he sees no legal reason why the county would somehow be liable just by taking in money from the federal
government. It makes me wonder why you two have decided to do that and not tell us; we need to be working together.

Chuck Wilhoit, 515 North Juniper Bay Road pointed out he is not an affected homeowner, yet his purpose in being here today is
that he had the pleasure of spending around seven years as president of Village Greens HOA. He stated they have tried over
the years to mitigate the slump/slide problem themselves and with some modest success, but the opportunity to qualify for an
approved federal grant through FEMA gave them an opportunity to fix the problem once and for all. | think rather than
withdrawing your sponsorship of the grant unilaterally you should be very proud of your constituents and voters who have taken
it upon themselves to solve this problem without county or city involvement or expense. Your only responsibility as a
government agency is as a pass through for the funds that have been awarded by FEMA. Again, you are concerned about
precedent setting; | think this is the type of precedent setting you would want to establish all over the county. Wilhoit spoke
about an editorial in the Inter Lake that summarized the situation completely and comprehensively, and asked that they
reconsider their decision.

Susan Storfa, 1373 Whitefish Stage a resident with a home sitting on the bluff overlooking Village Greens asked the commission
to reconsider their decision. She stated she was absolutely stunned at the last meeting when a decision was made to deny their
project. She said for all the work they have put into the application it was unbelievable what happened when there was no cost
to the county, and yet they couldn’t go forward. As far as | am concerned she said you guys could have been a hero by working
with us and to the people in this county who they represent. You are not a hero now she pointed out, but it isn’t too late to
change this; let’s re-look at this situation, meet with us, talk to us and see what we can do. | ask you to think about it and
become that hero instead of whatever else it will be.

Carol Beaudion, 183 West Nicklaus stated she is directly below the sloughing bank. She said | can assure you that should the
bank give away and her home is damaged she will look to the county for some help. What you are doing here if you do not
reconsider is putting my home in jeopardy.

Chris Ahner, 215 West Nicklaus said she lived a little further down the road and would not be affected by breaking off of the
ridge, but does have a mudslide behind her home with active trickling water forming a pool. She stated right now it isn’t anything
detrimental, but it should be something that is watched closely.

Patricia E. Brown, 201 West Nicklaus said she hopes the commission understands that most of the residence feel the counties
liability will be greater if they do not allow the grant. She stated in most of their minds they have no liability for acting as a pass
through of money. Brown said | don’t understand where your statement of there is too much liability for the county to act as the
manager of the funds.

Jim Murphy, 119 Granary Ridge stated he also came to ask that they reconsider their decision and explained the residence need
the counties help. He said the county really has no skin in this game and any clear thinking human beings can get together
and find some sort of a resolution to the problem.

Herb White, 187 West Nicklaus said he moved there in 1988 and since that time has observed changes; especially the last little
while. He explained the government is supposed to be a representative concept; representing masses, because we can't all
vote on issues so we choose those few who make decisions. He said when our government becomes our own worst enemy
whereby common sense is made against the law then we start wondering what is behind the scenes; what really is going on that
has been wonderfully camouflaged by some super word choices in how to manipulate the masses. What | am hearing these
people say on their bended knee is would you please explain what is your thinking, whereby what is the evidence that led you to
this changing of horses in the middle of the stream; why the about face. If we could get information such as do you have a
legitimate basis then we the “Joe nobodies in America” would be a little more accepting of | don'’t like this. We psychologically
understand you folks have a challenge. Who would want to be a county commissioner and put up with the guff and grief
involved? Whose ox is being gored has got to be one of your problems; we can’t please everybody, but at least we could
explain why did we vote for Joe and turn Harry down. Let’s have some information.

Susan Storfa further said the mitigation grant awarded to them by FEMA is one of the first in the state of Montana and FEMA
was very anxious to see how it would work, because they had never had a mitigation grant before in the state of Montana. She
asked why we couldn’t be a cornerstone and model county and do right by the people and let them save their homes.

Dennis Falcon, 105 Ritzman Lane said he currently is on the Village Greens HOA board of directors and is there representing
the HOA. He voiced his disappointed in the vote and how the situation has been handled. He explained one month prior to their
vote a meeting was scheduled with them by Susan Storfa, Josh Smith, and a couple homeowners and that meeting didn’t take
place. They were told the meeting would be rescheduled and that did not happen. Falcon expressed again how disappointed
he is in how the situation happened and their representation of the county.

Carl Weniger, 2041 Mission Trail Road said he bought his home in 2007 and this year he has a brand new spring and sloughing
below his home. He explained his home inspector and he walked the entire distance of his property in 2007 and there was no
sloughing at that time. Weniger stated he is a petroleum engineer by trade and is involved with an oil seep problem with the City
of Cut Bank where their water tank sprung a leak and happened to wash a bunch of oil and gas on the ground that washed in
towards Cut Bank Creek. He stated right now the homeowners in Cut Bank are suing every possible responsible party they can
find. If this continues on the HOA of Village Greens and those living on Mission Trail will be starting to look across the street to
Buffalo Stage and Glacier Commons as water has a tendency to move to the northwest to the southeast and there will be many
more possible responsible parties that will be looked at.
