 Flathead County Foods Fair:  100 Years of Blue Ribbon Recipes!  

The 2012 Foods Fair will be held on Saturday, January 21st, 2012 at the Whitefish Mountain Mall.  The Foods Fair is 
open to any and all 4-H members wishing to participate.  You do not have to be currently enrolled in a 4-H Foods project.  
The Foods Fair has been and continues to be an excellent way to allow the public a chance to see what 4-Herôs can do.  
It also gives 4-Herôs a chance to prepare some special food and display it in an attractive way in a booth with other mem-
bers of their club.  All booths need to display their club name and have a 4-H logo or some type of 4-H paraphernalia on 
their table.  An adult leader or older Jr. Leader needs to be at each booth at all times.  This person also needs to be re-

sponsible for seeing that entries go to judging on time.  Each club needs to bring their own table, chairs, decorations, and table cover.  
The Whitefish Mountain Mall is open until 9:00 pm Friday night and opens at 7:00 am on Saturday morning.  Clubs are welcome to 
bring their tables in Friday night before mall closing.  (The Mall is not responsible for items left overnight.)   
All entries must be tagged and have the following items on it:  Personôs Name, age (as of October 1st, 2011), division, and category 
entered.  Entries must be in place no later than 9:45 am.  Judging will start at approximately 10:00 am.  We will not have preliminary 
judging.  4-Herôs are such outstanding cooks that each will compete against all entries in their age and food category.  Judges will 
pick a first and second place winner in each category and in each age division.  Each entrant must fill out a Foods Fair application/ 
recipe form.  Recipe Forms are available in the Extension Office.  Members may enter in up to 2 categories.  Cloverbuds may enter 
only one item in their division.
