Welcome and Introductions

Chairman Mark Holston welcomed the members present and thanked them for attending.  Self-introductions were made.

Review and Approval of Agenda

Items added to the agenda included discussion regarding fleet mapping and the old civil defense hospital in the OES storage cache.  
Approval of Minutes

Bill Boyd made a motion to approve the minutes as distributed and Marsha Sheffels seconded.
Montana National Guard

Major Mary Graham called Mark Holston and asked to join the LEPC. She discussed some of the things that the National Guard could bring to the table in an incident.  Mark suggested a resource discussion at the next meeting.  Major Graham did state that there is usually a 72 hour rule as the National Guard are not first responders.  It usually takes 72 hours for them to recruit their staff, get their resources together and arrive.
Committee Reports

Citizen Corp - Sheri Stevens Wulf reported for the Citizen Corp. She advised that volunteers are helping with the flu clinic October 29th at the Fairgrounds. She also stated that they now have several laptops and a 15 line mobile call center available.  They also have three 24 hour announcement lines available as well as a live line in the EOC basement. Sheri also advised the group that the entire Gateway West Mall would be available for community emergencies except for the space taken by Teletec and New West. They have two AmeriCorps workers helping them for the next two years on projects. They have completed their 211 database for disaster and community resources.  This will be updated two times a year.  The website is www.montana211.org.  In 2009 you will be able to dial 211 for community resources and Kalispell is just one of the four 211 centers in the state, the other centers being located in Great Falls, Missoula and Bozeman.  In 2009 they will be remapping the area to see update the locations of the disabled and developmentally challenged citizens.
Emergency Preparedness - Cindy Mullaney reported that the new county website is up and running.  The OES office has materials in the office to hand out for emergencies and also items on a display board. It was also reported that reverse 911 is in place a, but there is a limited number of lines statewide that might cause problems if there are a number of incidents statewide.  The EAS is still in place and used.
911 Update
Mark Peck discussed the 911-Emergency Center Bond.  It will combine the four dispatch centers, and consolidate 911 and OES organizationally with storage for equipment.  On a $200,000 taxable home (market value of $300,000-$325,000), the additional tax is $12.44 a year. Total CAD events are up. Last year there were 101,000 events last year and this year we are expected to have between 106K-110K CAD events.

Annual Exercise Program

The airports, OES, hospitals, Public Health, railroads, Utilities and the Type 3 team all have yearly requirements.  There is a Hungry Horse Dam exercise in December.  Cindy will ask Denis Philmon to join the LEPC. A copy of the exercise letter will go out to all of the LEPC contacts.

Marsha Sheffels seconded. Motion was unanimously approved.  Jody White moved to nominate Cindy Mullaney for the Secretary/Treasurer position. Bill Boyd seconded.  Motion was unanimously approved.

Cindy briefly discussed fleet mapping and how it will affect the radios within Flathead  County.  The old civil defense hospital in the OES cache was discussed also.
